Results in brief 

In the areas we audited, College operations complied with applicable requirements and provided 

adequate safeguarding of public resources.  The College also complied with state laws and 

regulations and its own policies and procedures in the areas we examined. 

 

About the audit 

This report contains the results of our independent accountability audit of the Skagit Valley 

College from July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2015.   

Management is responsible for ensuring compliance and adequate safeguarding of public 

resources from fraud, loss or abuse.  This includes the design, implementation and maintenance 

of internal controls relevant to these objectives. 

Our audit involved performing procedures to obtain evidence about the College’s uses of public 

resources, compliance with state laws and regulations and its own policies and procedures, and 

internal controls over such matters.   

In keeping with general auditing practices, we do not examine every transaction, activity or area.  

Instead, the areas examined were those representing the highest risk of fraud, loss, abuse, or 

noncompliance.

We perform an annual audit of the statewide basic financial statements, as required by state law

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INFORMATION ABOUT THE COLLEGE 

The Skagit Valley College was founded in 1926 and serves the citizens of Skagit, San Juan and 

Island counties. The Community College’s main campus is located in Mt. Vernon, with smaller 

branch campuses located in Oak Harbor, Friday Harbor and Clinton. Approximately 

6,000 students are enrolled each quarter and the College has approximately 900 employees.  

A five-member Board of Trustees, appointed by the Governor, is responsible for oversight of the 

Community College operations.  Dr. Thomas A. Keegan has served as College President since 

2012. The 2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015 operating budgets were approximately $28.9 million, 

$30.6 million, $33.1 million and $34.0 million, respectively.
