Examination Report 
The Washington State Department of Retirement Systems (DRS) administers eight public retirement 
systems, comprising 15 different retirement plans for state and local government employees.  These 
systems serve nearly 700,000 current and former public employees.  Both public employers and their 
eligible employees contribute to the retirement plans based on a percentage of the employee’s pay.   

State and local governments are responsible for reporting accurate and complete pensionable wage 
and contribution information to DRS in accordance with the applicable retirement plan’s 
requirements set forth in Title 415 of the Washington Administrative Code.  This information, which 
is referred to as “census data,” is the basis for future determinations of retirement eligibility and 
payments for employees.  It is also used to estimate the plan’s pension liabilities to inform 
contribution rates and other funding decisions.  Significant elements of census data may include: 
date of birth; date of hire or years of service; marital status; eligible compensation; class of employee; 
gender; date of termination or retirement; spouse date of birth; and employment status (active, 
inactive, or retired).
